FINDING INFORMATION -
EXPLORATION USING LINKS AND TEXT SEARCHES
· Using a Web browser (internet explorer or Chrome); find the answers to each question below. 

· Use the instructions to help you find the correct answer. 

· For each answer print out a single page showing the answer.  Ask your tutor to show you how.
· Circle or highlight the information on the printout and write some words to explain what you were looking for.

· Write your name on each print out.

· If you accidentally click on a link: use the BACK button to go back to the web page  you were on 

1. What is the length of the Danube River?
Go to the website en.wikipedia.org.  Search for Danube River using the search box at the top of the page on the right side. Before you begin the next search click on the Browser Home button to return to the Google website.… (ask if you don’t know)
2. What colours are on the flag of Peru?

Search for the World Flag Database with Google. Click on the link to get to the website. Click on the letter P. 

3. Who were the writers of the film “The Big Lebowski”?

Search for The Internet Movie Database. Click on the link to access the website. Enter the name of the film into the search box at the top of the website and run the search. Click on the first link from the list of results. Look for the answer on the page.
4. How many calories (kcals) of energy are in 100 grams of orange juice?
Use the ndb.nal.usda.gov website.   Make a note of the website name.  Click on Start Your Search.  Click on the category fruits and fruit juices (look on the left side of the screen).  In the Search box type ORANGE.  A list of items will appear below. Click the link for orange juice, raw. Find how much energy (Kcals) in 100.0g
5. How many people live in San Francisco?

Use the website www.factmonster.com.  Click on the United States icon. In the US Cities section, click on “more…”, then click on the link for Top 50 Cities in the U.S. by Population, 2006 to find a page with the answer on.

6. For someone who is over 65 years old what will the tax free allowance on income tax be for next year?
Find the Advice Guide website using Google.  When you get on the website look on the left side for a link about tax. Click on it then look on the main area of the page for a link about income tax and amounts. Read down the page until you find a table with the answer in
7. Does a UK citizen need a visa to visit Brazil?
Search for the Brazilian embassy in London. If you find a website that is in Portuguese then you are on the wrong website!  Click on the link labeled Travel and Tourism in the Navigation bar (on the left side of the webpage). Scroll down the page. Notice the extra choices in the navigation bar. Click on the link called Visas and Vaccinations and you will find the answer.
8. What is the maximum period a mother can receive Statutory Maternity Pay?
Type direct.gov.uk in to the browser’s address bar and click GO. Click on the link for money, tax and benefits.  Now look for another link called More About Benefits and Other Financial Support. Now look for another link called Statutory Maternity Pay. Click on it. You will find the answer on the page that appears.
9. How much does it cost for a first passport for a UK citizen?

Search for the Identity and Passport Service homepage. Access the homepage.  Scroll down to the very bottom of the page.  Find the link for passports.  Click On the link.  On the right side of the webpage look for the link within the text called fees.  Click on it. Scroll down to find the passport fees. 
10. Find a phone number for reporting anti-social behaviour in Wolverhampton.

Search for Wolverhampton council’s website. On the website, click on the A-Z link at the top of the page. Use the A section to find a link about anti-social behaviour.
11. Find a phone number for reporting anti-social behaviour in Birmingham.

Search for Birmingham council’s website. On the homepage, use the A-Z list at the bottom of the page. 
12. Find the website address for revising a driving (theory) test.
Access the direct.gov.uk website. In the straight to section (in the centre area) click on the link for motoring. In the Learners and New Drivers and Riders section click on the Theory Test link. On the next page click on the link How to Prepare for your Theory test.   Scroll down and look for Take an official practice theory test. Click on the link.  Copy down the exact web address for the website on to some paper.  You will need it for later.
13. Who holds the current women’s Olympic world record for swimming 200m freestyle?

Search for FINA using Google’s search engine. Click on the link to access the fina.org website.  Click the statistics link in the navigation bar near the top of the page. Look carefully for the SWIMMING RECORDS link. Click on the 200m for women link.  Look for the Olympic record.

14. Find a Pharmacy (chemist) near postcode GL20 6EL that is open on Sunday.

Find the NHS Choices website. Look for the part of the page that says Health Services near you.  Use the more services option. Select Pharmacies then type in the postcode. Submit a search.  Use the links provided to check the opening times of each pharmacy. Remember to use the back button.
15. Find out if there is a B&Q store nearby where you can reserve for store collection a black table lamp that costs less than £8.00.
Type diy.com in to the address bar. Click on the Decor link at the top of the page. Try to use the category links on the left of the page to find black table lamps. Remember to make use of the back button if you make a wrong choice. Once you find a suitable lamp check print the page showing the lamp. Check stock in the local stores by using the postcode WV14 0LT
16. How much is a black and white TV license?


Find the TV licensing website and browse some links until you find the answer 
17. How many calories (kcals) are in 100 grams of cola? 

Search for the website you made a note of in step 4.  Use the database to search for search for carbonated cola with caffeine in the beverages section.
18. Return to a theory test web page by using the web address you noted down at step 12. 
Scroll down the page and click on one of the links to take one of the theory tests.
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
