EXERCISE - UNIVERSITY OF WOLVERHAMPTON


After completing these exercises you will be able to:

	· Find a website by using a search engine
	· Understand what navigation bars are for

	· Use a search feature within a website
	· Move to different pages in a simple website

	· Find information from a website
	


The aim of this exercise is to help you become better at using hyperlinks, navigation and searches in web pages. To complete this exercise you will need a pen and a sheet of paper to make a some notes.
Often you will not know the exact web address of a website (sometimes called the URL). If you don’t know the exact web address you can make use of a search engine to help you to find the website.

In this exercise you will be making use of Wolverhampton University’s website to find information about courses for your friend called Sacha. Sacha is not very good at using websites.

You don’t know the web address of Wolverhampton University so you will use the Google search engine to find it.

1. Launch your web browser by double clicking on the Internet Explorer icon on the screen.  The Google webpage should open if Google has been set as the Homepage. If not then ask your tutor for help.

2. Type the word university in the Text Search Box provided by Google.
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3. Submit your search request with a click on the Google Search button. 

You may notice that a list of words appears as your are typing. 
The Google search results show you a list of web pages it has found for you. Every webpage in the list of results contains the word “University”. You asked Google to search for all websites containing the word University. 
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Notice that can’t see Wolverhampton University in the results. You will see the names of the best and most popular universities. You will also see websites with general information about universities.
4. Scroll down to the bottom of the web page. You can use the mouse’s scroll wheel or the scroll bar controls at the right side of the window.

Currently you are on page 1 of the results (shown in red on your screen). You can move on to page 2 by clicking on the 2 link or the next link.

The webpage will change to show a second page of search results.  Notice that Wolverhampton is still not in the list.  Try pages 3,4,5… see if you can find Wolverhampton
Let’s try a new search.

6. Click on the Homepage button to take you back to the Google website.
 (If you don’t know which one it is then look for a house shaped symbol in the toolbar)

(The Google website is set as the Homepage for the computer – this means that it is the first webpage that appears when you start your web browser)

7. This time in the search box enter:
 University Wolverhampton.
Click on the Google Search button.
You should see a results page like the one below with a link for the University of Wolverhampton at the top of the list.
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8. Click on the link to be taken to the University of Wolverhampton website.
You should now be able to see the main index page of the University of Wolverhampton website.  (It’s called the website homepage, each website has a homepage)
Task 2: Use the University of Wolverhampton website to find information for a friend about a course in 
Psychology and Counselling
1. Locate the course finder form on the left side of the page (look for 4 white boxes).  The course finder can help you quickly find information by using keywords.
2. In the empty white box type the word:    Pyschology
3. To submit the search for Pyschology, click on the Search button. 
The course finder results should now be displayed…

4. Scroll down a little to see the search again section, locate the Keywords text box in the Undergraduate section.  
5. Make the correct the spelling of the word in the text box.  
6. To run another search, click on the GO button on the right side.
7. The results from your search should be shown on screen (the matches are shown as a list of blue underlined items. – below the title Course Finder results. 
8. Check that you can see at least 1 result from your search.  If not then you may need to submit another search.
You are helping a friend to look for information about a course in
Psychology and counseling.
9. Click on the link named 
BSc (Hons) Psychology (Counselling Psychology).  
You may need to scroll down to see the whole page.
10. Check that you can now see a webpage that is showing some information about the course you selected. 
11. On your answer sheet make a note of 

· The UCAS code. this code can be used to find similar courses at other universities)
· How many years study (duration) are needed to do the course full time and part time
· The name of the school that runs the course. (School of ………….)
12. Explore the 8 navigation links at the bottom of the page to access more information
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13. Using the Navigation links try to find these 3 items of information
· Information about GCSE and A-Level Entry requirements  

· Information about how the course is accredited
Make a note of this information on your answer sheet
14. To find more information about the school that runs this course, click on the school name that you made a note of in step 11.
You should now see a webpage about the school.  When talking about a university the word “School” means department.  Other examples of schools in a university could be school of languages, school of medicine etc.
15. Locate the left side navigation area.  It is a list that contains links to pages containing information about the school.  

16. Find the link named Events. Click on the link
If you have done everything correctly you should see a page that contains links to pages about Open Days and Seminars.

17. Access one of the pages about Open days. 
18. Make a print out of the webpage showing information about open days. 
19. Navigate back to the Events page. (use the browser back button)
20. Access a page about Seminars. 
21. Make a print out showing information about the next seminar (a seminar with a future date).  Only print the information that is required
22. Close the web browser.
23. Access your email account. 
24. Begin writing an email to Sacha. Tell Sacha about all the information that you wrote down about the course from steps 11-13 only.  
25. Remember to write your email properly with a subject.  Enter your name at the end of the message.

TASK 3: Sacha wants some more information about the course.
1. Find the webpage about the Psychology course that you found earlier.
2. Use the links to find information about the Course Content for Sacha.  Select and Print out the course content information only - but do not print the whole web page. (Ask a tutor if you have not been shown how to do this before). 
Sacha wants some information about the student accommodation. (flats/apartments available for new students)
3. Click on the Accommodation link (in the navigation area). You will be shown a new webpage. The new webpage has details about the different types of flats available for students. 

4. Look at the navigation links on the left side; click on the link University Accommodation.  
On the left side you will notice that the navigation bar has expanded. 

All the items in the navigation bar are links.

Notice how the links below University Accommodation are slightly further over to the right. They are sub-links. 

They are links to the pages that contain more information about the University Accommodation.

5. Next, click on the link for City University Accommodation. You will now see some information and some pictures.  Make a print out of this page.
6. Click on the link labelled: What is included in the rent?  
You should now be on webpage with a lot information about what is included if you rent a flat from the university
7. Browse the page and locate information about the things Sacha needs to bring.  Write notes about what Sacha needs to bring.
Sacha needs to know how much the rent is too.
8. To find out how much the rent would be; click on the costs link. 
9. Print out a copy of this page.  On the print out mark how much a 37 week licence is for City Economy Site

10. Close the web browser Window.

Access your email account and send another email to Sacha containing all the new information you have found from steps 7, 8 and 9.  

11. TASK 4:  Sacha wants to know if there are any other universities that run the same course.  (A full degree Psychology and Counselling) 
You can check this by using the UCAS website to perform a search– UCAS is an organisation that maintains information about all university courses in the UK.
1. Using a search engine; locate the UCAS website.
2. Check you are on the correct website. You should see this logo in the top left corner.
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3. Find a link named course search. Click on the link.
4. Check you can see this on the new webpage. 
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5. Click on the red search button/link for courses in 2012
6. On the new web page click on search by course code.
7. A short form appears. In text box input the course code you made a note of in Task 2, step 11. Click Search.
8. Print out the list of results. On the print out write your name and the Course code that you searched for in step 7.
9. Perform another course search – this time using the course code C801.
10. Print out the list of results. On the print out write your name and the Course code that you searched for.
Task 5: Write another email to Sacha.
11. In the message you must tell Sacha if you found any courses that have a name like Psychology counselling.  
If you did not find any course with that name then tell Sacha that you couldn’t find any course like the one at Wolverhampton University.
Print out all the emails you have sent.
1. Access your email account.  Access your sent messages folder

2. Print a copy of each of the emails you have sent to Sacha.  You should have 3 print outs of email messages.
3. Securely Log out of you email account.

4. Hand all your prints in to be checked by a tutor.
Task 6:  FURTHER SEARCHES

When a tutor has checked your work from the previous exercise you should do your own searches to find information about complementary therapy courses at 2 other universities:

1. Find the website for the Cardiff Metropolitan University. 

2. Find a webpage with the Complementary Therapy course details.  
Remember! You should try different ways of searching.  You can use links or search tools.  Explore the website.
The name of the course may even be slightly different.

Make sure the course has a matching UCAS code B300
3. Make a print out of the page with all the course details.
4. Using the same website: try to find the accommodation section of the website.  Find out how much the hall fees (rent) cost at Liberty Living Evelian Court.
5. Make a print out of the page you find showing the details of the costs.
6. Find the website for the University of Westminster 
7. Find a webpage that shows information about the Sociology and Criminology course.  Find information about a full time course.
Remember! You should try different ways of searching.  You can use links or search tools.  Explore the website.
The name of the course may even be slightly different.

Make sure the course has a matching UCAS code LM39
8. Make a print out of the page with all the course details. 
It must show a UCAS code of LM39
9. In the accommodation section of the website find out how much the hall of residence fees are at Marylebone Hall 
10. Make a print out of the page with all the details.
11. Hand in your 4 print outs for marking.
Remember how your search for “university” at the very beginning gave you lots of different universities to choose from…
Now take some time to explore some courses at other colleges or universities that you are interested in.  Maybe you would like to explore:
