Design Exercise 
Creating an advert Using A Picture From The Internet

1. Find the picture from the internet and save on to your disk 

a. use Google image search to find a suitable image

b. open a full size image

c. save the image to your disk with (right click > save picture as..)
2. Create a draft document of the poster / advert. (no picture – just all the writing – no formatting)

3. In the footer put your name and “Draft copy”

4. Save the document to your disk as advert draft 1
5. Apply formatting to the document – you choose how to format the document – make changes to bold, italic, underline, sizes and font styles
6. Save again as advert draft 2

7. Print a copy

8. Insert the picture in to the document.  

9. Use the text wrapping option(dog in cage) - change to In Front Of Text
10. Position and resize image / picture to best promote the advertisement

11. In the footer change “draft copy” to “final copy”
12. Save with the new filename Advert Final copy 

13. Print a copy of your finished work.
